HOW TO LINK BANNERS: 
This July, AP® students will get their exam scores online.  They will not receive scores in the mail.  In 
order to inform and help students with this transition, the AP Program has developed and provided 
website banners in standard sizes for your school’s or school district’s website, including instructions on 
how to link the ads to the AP Online Scores for Students Web page.

These are 
tracked URLs so the College Board can monitor the traffic coming back to our Web page.
